Motion carried 5-0.
Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a Public Hearing on Proposed Drawings and Specifications, Proposed Form of Contract, and Estimate of Cost for the New Water Treatment Plant for the City of Sanborn. Lyman asked the City Administrator if any objections or comments had been submitted, there were none.  Lyman asked those present for any comments or objects, none were made.  Whereupon, Mayor Lyman declared the public hearing closed.
Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a Public Hearing for the purpose of consideration of an amendment to the Zoning Ordinances of the City of Sanborn. Seconded by Reitsma and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Motion carried: 5-0
Reitsma introduced Resolution #2020-08 “A RESOLUTION AWARDING CONTRACT FOR THE NEW WATER TREATMENT PLANT, AND WORK INCIDENTAL THERETO” and moved the same be adopted.

Seconded by Back, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Back introduced the following Ordinance #220 “AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE EXISTING CITY ZONING REGULATIONS AND MAP, AND REPEALING CERTAIN PORTIONS THEREIN, OF SANBORN, IOWA, IN ACCORDANCE WITH IOWA CODE SECTIONS 380.3 AND 414.5 AND SANBORN ZONING ORDINANCE SECTION 170.72”.  Seconded by Devitt, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Visser moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be considered and voted on for passage at two Council meetings prior to the meeting at which it is to be finally passed, be waived regarding Ordinance #220. Seconded by Reitsma, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Reitsma then moved that the proposed Ordinance #220 be adopted.  Seconded by Visser, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Whereupon Mayor Lyman declared Ordinance #220 duly adopted by a vote of not less than three-fourths of all the members of the council.

Motion Devitt, seconded by Back to approve Sanborn Golf and Country Club’s liquor license, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:
