Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on the Proposal to Sell Real Estate. Lyman asked the City Administrator if any objections or comments had been submitted, there were none.  Lyman asked those present for any comments or objects, none were made.  Whereupon, Mayor Lyman declared the public hearing closed.

Visitor Eldon Krikke discussed his concerns with safe pedestrian crossing on Highway 18.  The Council advised Krikke that the placement of lighted crossing signs on the Highway were already in motion. 

Devitt introduced Resolution #2021-11 “A RESOLUTION FOR THE SALE OF REAL ESTATE” and moved the same be adopted.  Seconded by Reitsma, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Visitor Gary Kurth of DGR Engineering updated the council on multiple projects in Sanborn.  He advised the Council that a pre-construction meeting for the pond project at Maris Estates was held.  The contractor plans to start within the next week and be wrapped up by June 1st at this time.  He also provided an update on the potential mill and overlay project for 2nd and 3rd Street.  Certified Testing Services is coming to take core samples on those streets soon. 
City Administrator Zeutenhorst, Councilman Visser, and Trails Committee Member Anema provided the council with an update on progress that the Trails Committee has made.  Kurth of DGR Engineering provided a rough Cost Estimate for the trail for the entire length of Western Ave, ending at the entrance to Miller Park.  Members of the committee advised that their focus at this time is beginning the first phase of getting a trail from 3rd Street to Miller Park, and would want to complete the rest of the trail in phases. 

Devitt introduced Resolution #2021-12 “A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE REVITALIZATION PLAN FOR THE SANBORN URBAN REVITALIZATION AREA” and moved the same be adopted.  Seconded by Visser, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:
AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Reitsma, and Back.
NAYES: None

Motion carried 5-0.

Pay Request 11 for the Water Treatment Plant was presented before the council from Hoogendoorn Construction in the amount of $357,975.20.  Motion Back, seconded by Visser to approve the pay request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Reitsma, and Back.
NAYES: None

Motion carried: 5-0.
A tobacco permit was presented to the council for approval from Casey’s General Store. Motion Devitt, seconded by Reitsma to approve the permit, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:
AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Reitsma, and Back.

NAYES: None

Motion carried: 5-0.

A discussion was held regarding water rates. Zeutenhorst advised the council that he present multiple options and bill examples to the council at the next meeting.
A discussion was held regarding the need to update the water main that ties in to 2nd Street and along Western from a 6” main to a 12” main.  It was the consensus of the council to look in to the costs and details of that project.  
Councilman Back mentioned the potential need for a stop sign at the corner of Sunrise and Profit.  There is currently a yield sign in place, but truck and traffic flow warrants a stop sign instead.
Bousema presented the Council with 2 price quotes for Grasshopper mowers to replace a Grasshopper that the City currently owns.  

The next regular City Council meeting will be scheduled for Monday, May 10th, 2021 at 5:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of Sanborn City Hall. 
There being no further business to come before the Council, Motion Devitt, seconded by Back to adjourn at 7:10 p.m. Motion carried 5-0.
