Lyman asked the City Administrator if any objections or comments had been submitted, there were none.  Lyman asked those present for any comments or objections, none were made.  Whereupon, Mayor Lyman declared the public hearing closed.
Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a Public Hearing for the Proposal to Enter Into a Taxable Water Revenue Loan and Disbursement Agreement.  Lyman asked the City Administrator if any objections or comments had been submitted, there were none.  Lyman asked those present for any comments or objections, none were made.
