Back introduced the following Ordinance #219 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SANBORN, IOWA, 2000, BY AMENDING THE PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO SOLID WASTE COLLECTION FEES”.  Seconded by Reitsma, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Devitt moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be considered and voted on for passage at two Council meetings prior to the meeting at which it is to be finally passed, be waived regarding Ordinance #219.
