Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on the Proposed Amendment to the Sanborn Urban Revitalization Area. Postma also inquired about the ability to hold a Jake Brake contest, given that the city just passed a Jake Brake ordinance earlier in the year.  The council agreed to forego the ordinance for the event, if Postma receives county approval as well.

Pay Request 12 for the Water Treatment Plant was presented before the council from Hoogendoorn Construction in the amount of $253,211.10.  Motion Devitt, seconded by Back to approve the pay request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Motion carried: 5-0.
Zeutenhorst informed the council of an update he received from Certified Testing Services on the core samples they took from 2nd and 3rd Street.  Zeutenhorst to consult with Gary Kurth of DGR Engineering and provide more information to the Council at the next meeting.
A discussion was held regarding potential tree dump options.

The Council reviewed Preliminary Cost Opinions for Phases 1 and 2 of the new recreational trail.  It was the consensus of the council to move forward.
